
THE COLLEGE COUNSELING PACKAGE 
 
Three Richmond-based businesses, The BrownMiller Group, CSS Tutoring Services and 
College Connections have combined their expertise to provide The College Counseling 
Package, a professional, comprehensive college planning service.  This package includes 
career counseling and vocational testing, an SAT or ACT prep class and coaching on 
college selection, application materials and essays. 
 
CAREER COUNSELING AND ASSESSMENT PROVIDED BY BROWNMILLER  
 
Sally Brown and Bonnie Miller of The BrownMiller Group will provide career 
counseling and vocational testing to assess the student’s career interests and relate those 
interests to possible college majors.  
 
This will involve: 

• Initial career counseling session to determine student’s current view of 
higher education choices.  The process of career decision-making and how it 
relates to college choice will be explained.  

 
• Student will be provided with the Myers Briggs Type Indicator (MBTI) and 

the Strong Interest Inventory to complete and mail back to the BrownMiller 
Office. 

 
• A second session to interpret the MBTI with a focus on the student’s unique 

personality characteristics and how they relate to both educational and 
career choices.  Other relevant topics such as learning styles, living with a 
roommate and managing time and stress may also be discussed. 

 
• A third session to interpret the Strong Interest Inventory relating the 

student’s interest patterns to career choices.  This information can be used to 
identify college majors and extracurricular activities that can provide the 
students with experience in their areas of interest, making them more 
marketable.  A research plan into areas of interest will be developed. 
Parents are encouraged to attend this session.  

 
• A fourth session to report in on the student’s research into areas of career 

interest and potential majors.   
 

• A fifth follow up session is available from The BrownMiller Group at any 
point in the future according to the needs of the student.  For instance, this 
might be helpful in college, when the student is making final decisions 
regarding a major, minor, or internship.  The student may also schedule this 
follow up session when nearing graduation in order to craft a resume or job 
search strategy.   

 



The assessment portion of the college counseling package is designed to teach the student 
a process of self assessment and career planning that will benefit them throughout their 
educational career and work life. 
 
 
NOTE:  In order to strengthen the college planning process, with the consent of the 
student, a written summary of the career counseling and assessment done by The 
BrownMiller Group will be provided to each family and to each of the educational 
partners in The College Counseling Package.
